This newest
series of oils emerged from Vennum’s recent
experiences in India.

Indian-born artist Natvar Bhavsar is widely ac-
claimed for his sublime pure pigment paintings.
An influential member of the New York School
of Colorists, Bhavsar was one of the first artists
to use thrown and sifted dry pigment in paint-
ing. Bhavsar draws inspiration from the Indian
festivals Holi and Rangoli in which bright pig-
ments play a central role. Soaking his canvas
with a clear acrylic binder, Bhavsar releases
dry pigment granules in layers forming radiant
fields of colour. »
